PACES Co-ordinator Certificates
 

 

· Nominee must have taken a lead role in the preparation and organisation of a PACES exam (involvement only on the day of the exam is insufficient) 

· Individuals will receive a certificate on each occasion they co-ordinate PACES 

· Nominee need NOT be an MRCP(UK) holder nor an affiliate of the College 

· Nominator must be a Host Examiner for PACES at a centre administered by the Edinburgh College who will be invited to nominate in email correspondence following the exam 

· Associate/Collegiate Members of the Edinburgh College can apply if they co-ordinate PACES at a centre NOT administered by the Edinburgh College but will need to provide contact details (preferably email address) of the Host Examiner who can confirm their involvement 

· Host Examiners will nominate/Collegiate Members will apply via email to the Examination department who will process, authorise and record the request and outcome 

· Certificates will be signed by the College Registrar

Teaching Co-ordinator Certificates
 
· Nominee must be an MRCP(UK) holder who has organised and/or delivered a detailed and structured programme of teaching specifically for MRCP(UK), (delivering a single teaching session is insufficient) 

· Nominee need not be an affiliate of the College but should be nominated by a Fellow, Member or Associate of the Edinburgh College in good standing who is also an NHS consultant (overseas must be an RCPE Fellow) who will be invited to nominate in email correspondence following the exam
· Nominator should provide brief details of the teaching activities undertaken (including duration) by the nominee to the Education Department who will process the request. 

· Collegiate Members of the Edinburgh College may apply for a certificate, detailing the teaching activities undertaken (including duration).  Where there is not a Fellow, Member of Associate of the Edinburgh College at their current hospital, they will need to provide contact details (preferably email address) of an NHS consultant in good standing who can confirm their involvement in teaching.
