This template has been designed to enable clinicians to record significant learning experiences in their day to day practice. These may be clinical or non-clinical. The guidance from the GMC on supporting information for appraisal and revalidation states that case review or discussion is ‘a documented account of interesting or challenging cases that a doctor has discussed with a peer, another specialist or within a multi-disciplinary team.’ The purpose of case reviews is to demonstrate that doctors are engaging in discussion in order to maintain and enhance the quality of their professional work. Case reviews can form a part of your supporting information portfolio.
